Positions on the Provincial Council

Our Governance Structure is member driven.

BCASLPA is governed by an elected board, called the “Provincial Council.” The Council has 14 elected positions. The role of the council is to deal with the day to day operations of the association.
There is an Executive Committee that consists of the President, Vice President, Past President, Treasurer, and Secretary.

Professional Councillors

SUBJECT: Meet and Greet

POLICY:

Meet and Greet funds, as made available by Provincial Council annually, are to be used for an annual Meet and Greet event that must benefit as many members in the Area as possible.  These funds may be used for any one or all of the following:

· gather socially (e.g. wine and cheese)

· meet a representative from BCASLPA

· have a formal area meeting

· invite a speaker for a professional development opportunity 

· using Telehealth, Skype, or video conferencing to offer the event across your community
BCASLPA will provide $550 funds for each of the regions each year ($50 of this amount is allocated for door prize/s). The reasoning for equal distribution of funds is that some regions have a larger percentage of members while other regions experience higher continuing education expenses due to increased travel costs as a result of being outside of metropolitan areas. Regions may combine their funds if they want to participate in the same event. Funds can be used for venue and catering video conferencing, across groups/sites in region.

Proposals that could conflict with the BCASLPA annual conference might not be approved. BCASLPA advises that the scheduling of the Meet and Greet event and speakers so as not to conflict with the BCASLPA conference.

SUGGESTED PROCEDURES:

1. Area Representatives will inform all members via e-mail of the meet and greet event.

2. Area Representatives will request feedback from members as to organizing the event e.g. venue, date.

3. Area Representatives will be responsible for setting up video conferencing as required.

4. Funding may be divided among members in the region if they are going to participate in the event via video conferencing. 

5. Area Representatives will collect and hold requests from members wishing to participate in the event though video conferencing.

6. Members will submit receipts/invoices for catering, to the Area Representatives.

7. The Area Representatives will forward them to the BCASLPA for payment to the appropriate person.

8. The Treasurer will report to Provincial Council on the status of Meet and Greet Funds.

9. Area reps will notify members of approved events in their regions.

10. The event organizer will publically acknowledge BCASLPA’s financial support for the event to event attendees

11. The fiscal year for Meet and Greet Funds is June 1 – May 31. Monies must be spent by May 31. All receipts must be submitted to the BCASLPA office no later than June 15. BCASLPA will not carry unused funds into the next fiscal year.

12. BCASLPA will track events and recipients funded from year to year and publish this information to be available to members.

POLICY: 

BCASLPA has the following areas, each with its own area representative who shall sit on the Area Representatives Committee:

	Area
	Description

	Area 1:

Northern
	The area north of the 52nd parallel, including Williams Lake to Alaska, Yukon and Northwest Territories border, and from the west coast to the Alberta border.

	Area 2:

Thompson-Okanagan
	The area south of the 52nd parallel to the Canadian border and to the east of the 122nd longitude to the Alberta border, not including Hope and Chilliwack.  Includes the south, central and north Okanagan, 100 Mile House, Kamloops, Merritt and Princeton.

	Area 3:

Vancouver Island
	Vancouver Island and the Gulf Islands.

	Area 4:

Greater Vancouver
	The area from the Canadian border north to the 52nd parallel and from the west coastline east to the Lower Arm of the Fraser River.  Richmond, Burnaby, North Vancouver, West Vancouver, Pitt Meadows, Coquitlam, Sechelt,  Powell River, Whistler, This area excludes Delta, Ladner, Langley, North Delta, Surrey, Tsawwassen and White Rock.

	Area 5:

Kootenay
	The area east to the Alberta border, south to the United States border, north to Roger’s Pass, and west half way between Rock Creek and Midway to Monashee Summit up to Galena Bay Ferry (Arrow Lake). Includes Nelson, Trail, Castlegar, Golden, Invermere, Kimberley, Cranbrook, Fernie and Sparwood

	Area 6;

Fraser Valley
	The area from the Canadian border north of the 52nd parallel and from the west of the Lower Arm of the Fraser River to the 122nd longitude.  This area includes Abbotsford, Agassiz, Chilliwack, Delta, Fort Langley, Harrison, Hope, Ladner, Langley, Maple Ridge, Mission, North Delta, Pitt Meadows, Rosedale, Surrey Tsawwassen, and White Rock.

BCASLPA Policy Statement and Procedures

V.3.A

AREA: Finance

SUBJECT: Use of Area Funds

POLICY:

Area funds, as made available by Provincial Council annually, are to be used for continuing education events and special projects for BCASLPA members throughout the province. Continuing education opportunities (e.g. conferences, workshops, videos, books, loan materials) must benefit as many members in the Area as possible. Area funds are not intended for reimbursement of travel-related costs (e.g. travel, accommodations, meals).

BCASLPA will divide funds equally among the regions each year. The reasoning for equal distribution of funds is that some regions have a larger percentage of members while other regions experience higher continuing education expenses due to increased travel costs as a result of being outside of metropolitan areas. Regions may combine their funds if they want to participate in the same event.

Proposals that could conflict with the BCASLPA annual conference might not be approved. BCASLPA advises requesters to schedule events and speakers so as not to conflict with the BCASLPA conference.

PROCEDURES:

1. Area Representatives will inform all members in February with a reminder in May of the availability of Area funds by posting a Call for Requests for Use of Area Funds through Vibrations and/or the BCASLPA website, and by sending out a broadcast email to members in their regions

2. Funding may be divided among two or more requests 

3. Tier One: Area Representatives will collect and hold requests until May 31 and then review them together. 
4. Tier Two: Regions with funds remaining after that date will post a second Call for Requests with proposals due by October 31. 
5. Tier Three: Following October 31, remaining funds will be pooled, and will be accessible to members from any region. Any funding requests received after October 31 will be considered in the order that they are received by the BCASLPA Area Representatives in consultation with the other Area Representatives. 

6. All funding requests will be considered in accordance with the following criteria:

· Area Representatives will give priority to continuing education events that are open to all BCASLPA members. 

· The request must include a specific estimate of expenses to be claimed. 

· The person who is requesting must have followed a consultation process that is consistent with BCASLPA’s policy on Project/Task Consultation Process prior to submitting the funding request.

· At least four S-LPs or two Audiologists, in accordance with the target audience for the event, must endorse the event or project in signature. Should signatures be impractical, the event supporters may forward endorsements to the Area Representative by email.
· Only members of BCASLPA can initiate a request for use of Area funds.
· If a fee is being charged for the event, the organizer(s) will provide a discounted fee for BCASLPA members; if no fee is being charged for the event, priority registration will be given to BCASLPA members for a specified period of time.  Fees will be subject to HST, PST/GST if income is over $30,000. You will need to arrange for a tax number under these circumstances. 

7. Requesters will submit proposals to the Area Representative in their region for review and decision regarding funding, in consultation with the Area Committee

If submitting a multi-regional proposal, the requester(s) will send a proposal to each region where area funds are being requested. The proposal must indicate which regions are involved in the joint request. The Area Representatives from each region affected will consider and decide on multi-regional proposals for their own individual regions. At their discretion, the Area Representatives may also coordinate with each other regarding multi-regional requests.
8. The Area Representative will forward approved requests to the BCASLPA Treasurer for budget allocation
9. The person who submitted the request will submit invoice(s) for the event to the appropriate Area Representative who will forward them to the BCASLPA for payment to the appropriate person.

10. The Treasurer will report to Provincial Council on the status of Area Funds

11. Area Funds are not available to support costs related to continuing education or special projects for an individual member or to subsidize travel-related expenses of members.

12. The event organizer(s) will use any surplus revenues (from registration fees, rental fees, etc.) from the event to repay Area funding provided by BCASLPA. The organizer will forward surplus revenues to the BCASLPA Treasurer for designation as Area Funding. 

13. Area Representatives will notify members of approved events in their regions.

14. The event organizer will publically acknowledge BCASLPA’s financial support for the event to event attendees

15. The fiscal year for Area Funds is June 1 – May 31. Monies must be spent by May 31. All receipts must be submitted to the BCASLPA office no later than June 15 of the following year. BCASLPA will not carry unused funds into the next fiscal year.

16. BCASLPA will track events and recipients funded from year to year and publish this information to be available to members.
17. Honorariums may be given.  Requests for honorarium must be submitted to the Executive of Provincial Council for consideration and approval.  A letter will be signed and sent from Council acknowledging honorarium amount and recipient.  Recipient will sign to receipt.  Copy will be given to Provincial Council treasurer and to recipient.

· Include information as to consultation process that took place in order to decide that the event was what members wanted e.g. obtain information on topics/speakers by canvassing membership; reviewing conference evaluations from previous conferences; possibly send out survey
· Tier One: By end of May proposals will be collated by Area Representatives Area Committee will review all proposals 
· Where funds have been allocated by Area Committee, Area Representatives will notify applicants of decision by end of June
· Tier Two: Regions with funds remaining after that date will post a second Call for Requests with proposals due by October 31. 
· Tier Three: Following October 31, remaining funds will be pooled, and will be accessible to members from any region. Any funding requests received after October 31 will be considered in the order that they are received by the BCASLPA Area Representatives in consultation with the other Area Representatives.
